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Caring for a Cat with FIV  

A cat with a diagnosis of FIV can live for many years, and there are sev-

eral precautions that can be taken with FIV cats to help manage the dis-

ease: 

¶ FIV positive cats should be kept indoors - to prevent exposure to 

possible infectious agents and also to prevent them from transmitting 

the virus to other cats. 

¶ Visit your vet at least twice yearly for routine check ups to catch any 

potential problems early on. 

¶ Monitor FIV positive cats closely for any signs of illness and seek 
treatment as soon as possible. 

¶ Feed a high quality diet and nutritional supplements as recom-

mended by your vet. However, avoid raw diets as they may contain 

bacteria and parasites that could negatively affect an FIV infected cat. 

¶ Effective flea treatment should be used, as fleas can transmit diseases 

to cats. 

¶ Maintain routine vaccination protocols and parasite control pro-

grams. Regular dental care is also recommended. 

¶ Introduce new cats to the household slowly to ensure non-

stressful/non-injurious interactions.

Lap It Up  
Engineers have used high-speed videos and mechanical gizmos to figure 

out the mechanics of a cat's drinking style, confirming what most pet 

owners know already: Cats are way different from dogs. 

Dogs drink by dipping their tongues into liquids like ladles. A little pool 

of water is brought into the mouth every time Fido takes a gulp 

from the toilet bowl. Cats, in contrast, touch only 

the curled-back tip of the tongue onto the surface of 

the liquid. When the tongue is drawn back up into 

the cat's mouth, a thin column of the liquid is drawn 

up as well. Then the cat closes its mouth around that 

column. They found that domestic cats average 

about four laps per second, with each lap bringing in 

about 0.1 millilitres of liquid. In contrast, tigers, lions 

and jaguars lap at less than half the rate. In each sce-

nario, the lapping action strikes a balance between 

the inertia that makes the liquid rise into the cat's 

mouth ... and the gravity that makes the liquid fall.
